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Q14/SG16 would like to request you to publish an attached internet draft “draft-jones-avt-audio-t38-05.txt”. The internet draft mentions the registration of MIME media type “audio/t38”. ITU-T does not have any ways to request IANA to register MIME media type, because published RFC is necessary to register it in this case.

When T.38 over RTP was approved in April 2004, “audio/t38” was introduced. Implementers already use it. In order not to have inconsistency in market, it is preferable to register in IANA soon.
