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Thank you for your response to our liaison regarding crankback as described in <draft-ietf-ccamp-crankback-03>.

Q14/15 appreciates the clarifications and will use this to develop protocol requirements for the next revision of G.7713 (“Distributed call and connection management”).  In particular, we need to incorporate crankback into the call model.  After that, the protocol details from <draft-ietf-ccamp-crankback-03> can be incorporated into G.7713.2.
