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Thank you for your liaison statement proposing modifications to Table 6-7/G.8112/Y.1371 - T-MPLS label value interpretation.  After reviewing the proposed changes and further discussion between SG15 and the IETF participants at our meeting, the following version of the table was documented in a G.8112 Corrigendum and consented.  It should be posted for Last Call within the next few weeks.  Based on feedback from the IETF participants at our meeting, SG15 did not sense the need to delay consent of these changes, even though the agreed version is slightly different from the MFA Forum proposals.  We trust that the consented version is consistent with the spirit and intent of the proposals, even if it is not identical letter for letter.
