We updated our scope to clarify applicability to IP networks, as indicated below:
“This document provides the recommendation for the signalling format and procedures for Flow State Aware (FSA) Transfer Capability in a bounded sub-network of a Next Generation Network (NGN). This specification ensures (through [b-RFC-4775] procedures) that there is no adverse impact or modification to operational networks outside of the bounded sub-network.”
Q5/11 wishes to continue close collaboration and engagement with the IETF on this document through the RFC 4775 process.  To this end, you may anticipate internet drafts to facilitate this collaboration by the interested parties. 

Q5/11 would appreciate your review and comments on the anticipated drafts, to which Q5/11 will take into consideration in progressing this work.
