● This format encodes the three pieces 
(protected headers, payload and signature) in 
Base64URL, appropriate for use in a URL.

● This choice was arbitrary, but was driven by 
being easier to use with available libraries.
– This layer of Base64 encoding was not 

necessary, since HTTPS is 8-bit clean.
