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Problem

When an endpoint is aggregating medias, there is 
a good chance that each media uses different 
implementations, which may want to use different 
values for a:ice-options – which cannot be done 
because this is a session-only attribute.
(copied from draft-loreto-splices-disaggregated-media)

● Change a:ice-options to a session and media 
level attribute.

● Defines interoperability rules with legacy 
implementations.

● Mandates that future a:ice-options values 
define rules to choose the session level value 
depending on the value of the media level 
a:ice-options.

● Do nothing for a:ice-lite.
