e RTP has several multiplexing points:

e An application can use one or more RTP sessions
e Each RTP session can contain one or more media streams

e Each media stream can use one or more payload types

® (Gives guidelines on when to send several media
streams in a single RTP session vs. when to use
several RTP sessions
