2.TLD and similar registries should 
make sure authoritative servers 
they delegate to should answer DNS 
queries



Answer the Queries

“Failure to respond to a query is indistinguishable 
from a packet loss without doing a analysis of query 

response patterns and results in unnecessary 
additional queries being made by DNS clients and 

unnecessary delays being introduced to the 
resolution process.”
