Alternatives

NXDomain
— Don’t be lame!

Wildcard match
— No forward match

Dynamic DNS

— How to tell consumer what server?

Delegate reverse
— To in-home name server?

Generate PTR on the fly



Recommendations

In order or preference

1. Delegate authority along with addresses
1. Consumers don’t have nhame servers,
2. No way to communicate name server to ISP

2. Dynamic DNS

1. No way to tell home hosts where to send
updates.

3. Wildcard response, dynamically generated
response, or a negative response.
