e |n accordance with Article 5.2 of the Trust Agreement the IETF Trust
would be willing to hold intellectual property rights relating to the
IANA function, including the IANA trademark and the IANA.ORG
domain name.

The IETF Trust agreed unanimously by E-Vote on 2015-Feb-20,

subsequently confirmed unanimously by roll-call vote during the IETF
Trust meeting on 2015-Jun-25.

This action was taken in response to request of the IANAPLAN WG to
the IETF Chairon 2015-Feb-17.

Trust Finances 'ETF

e Thel|lETF Trustis currently investigating tax-exempt
status as a 8501(c)(3) organization under the US Internal
Revenue Service (IRS).

The trust currently and historically has no revenue and has thus
not pursued tax-exempt status.

e The|lETF Trustisin the early stages of planning to open
a Trust-owned bank account, funded adequately to cover
the needs of maintaining the Trust,

The Trust Agreement establishing the IETF Trust anticipated this
need and made provision for it.

Provides adequate Trustee control over resources needed to
satisfy fiduciary responsibilities.



Hackathon IPR 'ETF

e ThelETF Trustand IAOC Legal Committee are
investigating details related to implementation of an IPR
policy for IETF Hackathon events.

e [he general principleis currently understood to be:

Participants are free to work on any code during an IETF event,
and the rules regarding that code are what the participant’s
organisation and/or open source project says they are; the code
itself is not an IETF Contribution.

However discussions, presentations, demos, etc during an IETF
event are IETF Contributions (similar to Contributions made in
working group meetings). Thus the usual IETF policies apply to
these Contributions, including copyright license and IPR
disclosure rules.
