Participants are free to work on any code during an IETF event, and the rules
regarding that code are what the participant’s organisation and/or open source project
says they are; the code itself is not an IETF Contribution.

However discussions, presentations, demos, etc during an IETF event are IETF
Contributions (similar to Contributions made in working group meetings). Thus the
usual IETF policies apply to these Contributions, including copyright license and IPR
disclosure rules.
