§ Graceful shutdown of EBGP sessions/ASBR router
– to reduce/remove customers’ impact during maintenance 

operations

– to ease scheduling of maintenance operation (thanks to 

limited impact)

§ A la make before break… in both ASes/traffic directions
– Initiate BGP path exploration to search for the backup 

path, before the session shutdown

– Keep (using) the nominal path in the meantime

– When found, update the FIB “in-place”
