 Discussion on PCP Server redundancy mode: (1) State
Redundancy is enabled, (2) Cold-Standby without State
Redundancy and (3) Anycast Redundancy Mode

— Change of the IP address of the CPE interface

* e.g., how an IPv4 host behind a DS-Lite CPE is aware that a new
IPv6 address is used by the B47?

— Host failure

— Change of Internal IP address (third party case)

Some failure modes may lead to stale mappings and
therefore consume the per-use quota

— Access to the service may be impacted

solve the analyzed failure issue or not

 Proved to be useful in recent discussions
— Failures exacerbated by Nonce checks
